MY WORKING DAY
Hi again... As you already know, | am a first-year student of the Technical Academy. My parents live in Sochi
and I study in Rostov-on-Don so | need some housing. There are two opportunities for me: | can live in a
dormitory (a students hostel), or to rent a flat (an apartment).
I decided to rent a flat. To make the rent smaller, | also decided to share my flat with another girl — Natasha
Kozlova. She studies at the Academy, too, and she is my best friend now. I'll tell you more about her later.
Now, let me describe my usual working day. My classes begin at 8:30. So on week-days | have to get up at
7:15.1 don't have an alarm clock and usually my roommate wakes me up and my working day begins. | turn
on the radio and do my morning exercises while Natasha takes a shower. | don't take a bath in the morning
because | don't have enough time for it. | take a cool shower (that's when I completely wake up), brush my
teeth.

There are some bad habits which can ruin your health. They are smoking, drinking alcohol and using
drugs.

Yet many young people smoke and drink. Why? One answer is that tobacco and drinks companies invest
enormous sums of money in advertising their products. For them cigarettes and alcoholic drinks mean money.
For us they mean disease and even death.

Taking drugs is the most dangerous habit. It causes serious diseases such as blood disease, heart disease,
brain disease, slow reactions, loss of memory and a headache. It makes our speech unclear and brain centres
sleep.

Everyone should remember that cigarettes, alcohol and drugs destroy both body and brain. Besides
according to statistics most of crimes are committed by people under the influence of drugs and alcohol. Bad
habits affect the whole family, people around us, our social controls.

Smoking, drinking alcohol and using drugs are joined by less dangerous habits, such as skipping meals,
eating unhealthy food or even overeating. Of course, they are not quite as deadly as smoking or drinking
alcohol but they also affect our health.

A lot of people like drinking Coca Cola and coffee and enjoy pizzas and hamburgers. But what is tasty
is not always healthy. Doctors say that chips and pizzas are fattening, cola spoils our teeth and coffee shortens
our lives. Overeating brings people a lot of harm. If we eat too much sweet, cakes, high fat food, constantly
snack, do not get enough vitamins and minerals we shall become obese, and obesity leads to serious diseases.

There are a lot of ways to lose weight and avoid gaining it. Perhaps the most popular of them is following
a diet. Modern diets are very popular especially among women. Many of them feel they are too fat, even if
their doctors disagree. But diets may be harmful, if they are used in the wrong way.

Besides, our town life today gives us little opportunities for physical exercises and motion. We have
running water and central heating in our flats. We like to sit in a comfortable armchair and watch TV on our
days off. We often forget that fresh air and exercise are good for the health. It is not very useful to sit up late
at night before TV-set or computer and sleep till noon the next day. An English proverb says: “Early to bed,
early to rise makes the man healthy, wealthy and wise”.

Of course sleeping too much or too little, snacking and skipping breakfast are not quite as deadly as
smoking, obesity and drinking. But they are indicates of dangerously chaotic lifestyle. In combination, these
poor health habits could double the chance of dying or lead to different diseases for those who survive.

Certainly, there's a great distance between my manner of playing and such favourites as Jim Courier,
Stephan Edberg, Pete Sampras, Boris Becker, Per Korda, but | do my training with great pleasure and hope to
play as well as our best players do.

2) The History of the Olympic Games

Long ago ancient Greeks often waged wars. Small states suffered and lost much even if they did not take
any side and stayed out of wars. The ruler of such a small state, Elis, wanted to live in peace with all
neighbours. He was a good diplomat because his negotiations were successful and Elis was recognized a
neutral state. To celebrate this achievement, he organized athletic games.

In the beginning this feast lasted one day, but later a whole month was devoted to it. All wars and feuds
were stopped by special heralds who rode in all directions of Greece. The games were held every four years
in Olympia on the territory of Elis. The first games which later were called the Olympic Games were held
about a thousand years before our era.

Usually the Olympic Games began before the middle of the summer™ Best athletes arrived from many
Greek states to Olympia to compete in running, long jumps, throwing of discus and javelin and wrestling. In
the course of time fist fighting (boxing) and chariot races were also included in the Games.

All athletes took an oath that they had been preparing well for the Games and promised to compete honestly
and keep the rules of the sacred Olympics. The athletes took part in all kinds of competitions. Winners were
called «olympionicsy», they were awarded olive wreaths and cups of olive oil. This tradition has survived. In
our time sportsmen often get cups and wreaths for winning the first place in sports competitions.

The olympionics of ancient Greece became very popular. Best craftsmen were chosen to make honourary
cups; many poets wrote and recited in public poems about the best athletes. Sculptors
made their statues which were put up at the birthplace of the winners.

The Olympic Games were accompanied by arts festivals. Poets recited their poems, singers sang hymns
dancers danced and orators pronounced speeches — all this in honour of the sacred Games.

Only men could take part in the Olympic Games. Women were not allowed even to watch the competitions
at the stadium under the fear of death penalty. There was a single exception, when a woman coached her son
and accompanied him to the stadium in men's clothes. That brave woman was spared the penalty because her
son excelled in many events.

Magnificent strong bodies inspired artists and sculptors. They painted wall pictures and made statues of
marble and bronze, so now we can admire the corporal beauty of ancient and eternally young discus thrower,
javelin bearer and others.

The Olympic Games had been held for about eleven hundred years, until the emperor Theodosius banned
them for religious reasons in 394 A. D. The revival of the Olympic Games began long time afterwards, in
1892, when a young French teacher Pierre de Coubertin made a public speech before
the Union of French sports clubs in Paris.

At that time many people in many countries practised various kinds of sports and games. They wanted to
make friends and compete with sportsmen from other lands. Pierre de Coubertin understood the importance
of sports which unified peoples of the world and served the cause of peace like in ancient time.

On the 23rd of June 1894 the International Congress of amateur sportsmen made an important decision: to
revive the Olympic Games and to establish the International Olympic Committee which would be responsible
for the administration of the modern-Olympic Games.

The first Committee consisted of 12 members. Now 82 members of the International Olympic Committee
control the affairs of all member countries which joined the Olympic movement.

America is a nation of risk-takers. Most Americans are descen-
dants (notomok) of immigrants who left the known of the Old World*
for the unknown of the New.*

The pioneers who lived on the frontier had a hard life, so they
had to be tough and self-reliant.

Frontier men and women were often facing new problems and
situations which needed new solutions (pewenue). Under these cir-
cumstances (ycnosus), they soon learned to experiment with new
inventions and new ways of doing things. This willingness to experi-
ment and invent led to another American trait, a sense of optimism
that every problem has a solution.

The frontiersmen had to overcome (npeoponesarb) many difficul-
ties. Friends and ﬁéighbours came for help without any reward. They
shatred food, together built each other’s houses and fought fires. This
extraordinary willingness to cooperate gave a rise to American’s
capacity (cnocobHocTts) for volunteer actions.

The difficulties of the frontier also shaped the tradition of hospi-
tality: if you didn’t take in the stranger and didn't take care of him,
there was no one else who would.
As the people acquired (oBnapesatb) new territories, they were
moving from east to west. Americans are always on the move — from
one part of the country to another, from one city to another, from
farm to city.

November 5th marks the anniversary of the Gunpowder Plot,
a conspiracy to blow up the English Parliament and King James | in 1605, the day set for the king to open
Parliament. The anniversary was named after Guy Fawkes, the most famous of the conspirators.

The 25th of December is Christmas Day. It is one of the people's favourite holidays. People put
Christmas trees in their houses and decorate them. There are beautiful Christmas decorations in the streets.
On Christmas Eve everybody puts the presents under the Christmas tree. People say that at night Father
Christmas puts presents into the stockings which children usually hang on their beds. The traditional
Christmas meal is roast turkey and Christmas pudding.

Boxing Day is usually celebrated on the following day after Christmas Day which is on 26
December. Traditionally, 26 December was the day to open the Christmas box to share the contents with the
poor.

Christmas Bank Holiday is on 27 December. If Boxing Day falls on a Saturday, the following Monday
IS a substitute bank holiday. If Christmas Day falls on a Saturday, the following Monday and Tuesday are
substitute bank holidays.

Nowadays we are living in the time of rapid scientific and technological progress, which results in an
increasing effect on the biosphere (1) of Earth. | consider that the most destructive problem of nature is global
warning. This phenomenon (2) causes the increase in the average temperature of the Earth’s near-surface air
and oceans in recent decades.
Today the issue of global warming has become a question of vital (3) concern. The global average air
temperature near the Earth’s surface raised 0.742C during the 100 years ending in 2005. Moreover, the global
warming is a terrific climate change, which will cause the global cooling in future. Increasing global
temperature will increase the intensity of extreme weather events and change the amount of precipitation.
However, not all of the reasons that cause global warming are of human nature. Natural phenomena such as
solar variation combined with volcanoes (4) probably had a small warming effect. The Earth’s climate changes
in response to variations in its orbit around the Sun, volcanic eruptions (5), and atmospheric greenhouse gas
concentrations. People are responsible for the latter and have to take serious measures as increasing global
temperature will cause the level of world ocean to rise. Other effects of global warming include the changes
in agricultural yields, species extinctions (6) of flora and fauna and increases in the range of disease vectors.
Global warming could also affect human health, harm wildlife and damage ecosystems. Warming may
enhance air pollution, particularly in urban (7) centres, increasing the incidence of respiratory diseases.
Asthma and allergic disorders result from climate changes too. Health risks can be solved through various
scientific strategies (8) which may include improved and extended medical care services, better housing and
air conditioning, water purification (9) and public education. Most national governments have signed the
Kyoto Protocol aimed at reducing greenhouse gas emissions. However, I don’t think that is enough to lessen
the negative influence of global warming. The next way out would be to stop using fuel and start exploiting
alternative natural resources like water, solar and wind power that may provide us with the necessary amount
of energy. We all have to remember that this planet is our home. It gives us so many resources to live on so
we have to take care of it as well.
