There are some bad habits which can ruin your health. They are smoking, drinking alcohol and
using drugs.

Yet many young people smoke and drink. Why? One answer is that tobacco and drinks
companies invest enormous sums of money in advertising their products. For them cigarettes and
alcoholic drinks mean money. For us they mean disease and even death.

Taking drugs is the most dangerous habit. It causes serious diseases such as blood disease,
heart disease, brain disease, slow reactions, loss of memory and a headache. It makes our speech
unclear and brain centres sleep.

Everyone should remember that cigarettes, alcohol and drugs destroy both body and brain.
Besides according to statistics most of crimes are committed by people under the influence of drugs
and alcohol. Bad habits affect the whole family, people around us, our social controls.

Smoking, drinking alcohol and using drugs are joined by less dangerous habits, such as
skipping meals, eating unhealthy food or even overeating. Of course, they are not quite as deadly as
smoking or drinking alcohol but they also affect our health.

A lot of people like drinking Coca Cola and coffee and enjoy pizzas and hamburgers. But what
is tasty is not always healthy. Doctors say that chips and pizzas are fattening, cola spoils our teeth
and coffee shortens our lives. Overeating brings people a lot of harm. If we eat too much sweet,
cakes, high fat food, constantly snack, do not get enough vitamins and minerals we shall become
obese, and obesity leads to serious diseases.

There are a lot of ways to lose weight and avoid gaining it. Perhaps the most popular of them is
following a diet. Modern diets are very popular especially among women. Many of them feel they are
too fat, even if their doctors disagree. But diets may be harmful, if they are used in the wrong way.

Besides, our town life today gives us little opportunities for physical exercises and motion. We
have running water and central heating in our flats. We like to sit in a comfortable armchair and
watch TV on our days off. We often forget that fresh air and exercise are good for the health. It is not
very useful to sit up late at night before TV-set or computer and sleep till noon the next day. An
English proverb says: “Early to bed, early to rise makes the man healthy, wealthy and wise”.

Of course sleeping too much or too little, snacking and skipping breakfast are not quite as
deadly as smoking, obesity and drinking. But they are indicates of dangerously chaotic lifestyle. In
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combination, these poor health habits could double the chance of dying or lead to different diseases
for those who survive.

2) The History of the Olympic Games

Long ago ancient Greeks often waged wars. Small states suffered and lost much even if they did
not take any side and stayed out of wars. The ruler of such a small state, Elis, wanted to live in peace
with all neighbours. He was a good diplomat because his negotiations were successful and Elis was
recognized a neutral state. To celebrate this achievement, he organized athletic games.

In the beginning this feast lasted one day, but later a whole month was devoted to it. All wars and
feuds were stopped by special heralds who rode in all directions of Greece. The games were held
every four years in Olympia on the territory of Elis. The first games which later were called the
Olympic Games were held about a thousand years before our era.

Usually the Olympic Games began before the middle of the summer” Best athletes arrived from
many Greek states to Olympia to compete in running, long jumps, throwing of discus and javelin and
wrestling. In the course of time fist fighting (boxing) and chariot races were also included in the
Games.

All athletes took an oath that they had been preparing well for the Games and promised to
compete honestly and keep the rules of the sacred Olympics. The athletes took part in all kinds of
competitions. Winners were called «olympionics», they were awarded olive wreaths and cups of
olive oil. This tradition has survived. In our time sportsmen often get cups and wreaths for winning
the first place in sports competitions.

The olympionics of ancient Greece became very popular. Best craftsmen were chosen to make
honourary cups; many poets wrote and recited in public poems about the best athletes. Sculptors
made their statues which were put up at the birthplace of the winners.
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The Olympic Games were accompanied by arts festivals. Poets recited their poems, singers sang
hymns dancers danced and orators pronounced speeches — all this in honour of the sacred Games.

Only men could take part in the Olympic Games. Women were not allowed even to watch the
competitions at the stadium under the fear of death penalty. There was a single exception, when a
woman coached her son and accompanied him to the stadium in men's clothes. That brave woman
was spared the penalty because her son excelled in many events.

Magnificent strong bodies inspired artists and sculptors. They painted wall pictures and made
statues of marble and bronze, so now we can admire the corporal beauty of ancient and eternally
young discus thrower, javelin bearer and others.

The Olympic Games had been held for about eleven hundred years, until the emperor Theodosius
banned them for religious reasons in 394 A. D. The revival of the Olympic Games began long time
afterwards, in 1892, when a young French teacher Pierre de Coubertin made a public speech before
the Union of French sports clubs in Paris.

At that time many people in many countries practised various kinds of sports and games. They
wanted to make friends and compete with sportsmen from other lands. Pierre de Coubertin
understood the importance of sports which unified peoples of the world and served the cause of peace
like in ancient time.

On the 23rd of June 1894 the International Congress of amateur sportsmen made an important
decision: to revive the Olympic Games and to establish the International Olympic Committee which
would be responsible for the administration of the modern-Olympic Games.

The first Committee consisted of 12 members. Now 82 members of the International Olympic
Committee control the affairs of all member countries which joined the Olympic movement.

Welding is a process when metal parts are joined together by the
application of heat, pressure, or a combination of both. The
processes of welding can be divided into two main groups:
spressure welding, when the weld is achieved by pressure and
heat welding, when the weld is achieved by heat.

Nowadays welding is used instead of bolting and riveting in the
construction of many types of structures, including bridges,
buildings, and ships.

The welding process depends greatly on the properties of the metals, the purpose of their application
and the available equipment. Welding processes are classified according to the sources of heat and
pressure used: gas welding, arc welding, and resistance welding.

Kinds of welding.

Gas Welding.
Gas welding is a non-pressure process using heat from a gas flame. The flame is applied directly to
the metal edges to be joined and simultaneously to a filler metal in the form of wire or rod, called the
welding rod, which is melted to the joint. Gas welding has the advantage of using equipment that is
portable and does not require an electric power source. The surfaces to be welded and the welding
rod are coated with flux, a fusible material that shields the material from air, which would result in a
defective weld.
Arc Welding
Arc-welding is the most important welding process for joining steels. It requires a continuous supply
of either direct or alternating electrical current. This current is used to create an electric arc, which
generates enough heat to melt metal and create a weld.
Arc welding has several advantages over other welding methods. Arc welding is faster because the
concentration of heat is high. Also, fluxes are not necessary in certain methods of arc welding. The
most widely used arc-welding processes are shielded metal arc, gas-tungsten arc, gas- metal arc, and
submerged arc.

1. As a non-consumable electrodes tungsten or carbon electrodes can be used. In gas-tungsten arc
welding a tungsten electrode is used in place of the metal electrode used in shielded metal-arc
welding. A chemically inert gas, such as argon, helium, or carbon dioxide is used to shield the metal
from oxidation. The heat from the arc formed between the electrode and the metal melts the edges of
the metal. Metal for the weld may be added by placing a bare wire in the arc or the point of the weld.
This process can be used with nearly all metals and produces a high-quality weld. However, the rate
of welding is considerably slower than in other processes.
2. In shielded metal-arc welding, a metallic electrode, which conducts electricity, is coated with flux
and connected to a source of electric current. The metal to be welded is connected to the other end of
the same source of current. An electric arc is formed by touching the tip of the electrode to the metal
and then drawing it away. The intense heat of the arc melts both parts to be welded and the point of
the metal electrode, which supplies filler metal for the weld. This process is used mainly for welding
steels.
3. In gas-metal welding, a bare electrode is shielded from the air by surrounding it with argon or
carbon dioxide gas and sometimes by coating the electrode with flux. The electrode is fed into the
electric arc, and melts off in droplets that enter the liquid metal of the weld seam. Most metals can be
joined by this process.
4. Submerged-arc welding is similar to gas-metal arc welding, but in this process no gas is used to
shield the weld. Instead of that, the arc and tip of the wire are submerged beneath a layer of granular,
fusible material that covers the weld seam. This process is also called electro slag welding. It is very
efficient but can be used only with steels.

Mobile communication requires quite a lot of money and people
have to control the amount of money on their accounts constantly otherwise at the most inappropriate
moment they won’t be able to phone the people they need. But the greatest disadvantage of cell
phones is certainly their harmful influence on people’s health.

In my opinion at the present time mobile phones are an integral part of life of any person and we
can’t stop it. I personally need it every day for my work and to keep in touch with my friends and
relatives, though I’'m aware of its deleterious influence on my health. But I try to avoid idle talks on
the phone to reduce the influence of harmful radio waves. | try to find the happy mean.

AUTOMATION
Automation is the system of manufacture performing certain tasks, previously done by people, by
machines only. The sequences of operations are controlled automatically. The most familiar example
of a highly automated system is an assembly plant for automobiles or other complex products. The
term automation is also used to describe non-manufacturing systems in which automatic devices can
operate independently of human control. Such devices as automatic pilots, automatic telephone
equipment and automated control systems are used to perform various operations much faster and
better than could be done by people. Automated manufacturing had several steps in its development.
Mechanization was the first step necessary in the development of automation. The simplification of
work made it possible to design and build machines that resembled the motions of the worker. These
specialized machines were motorized and they had better production efficiency. Industrial robots,
originally designed only to perform simple tasks in environments dangerous to human workers, are
now widely used to transfer, manipulate, and position both light and heavy workpieces performing all
the functions of a transfer machine. In the 1920s the automobile industry for the first time used an
integrated system of production. This method of production was adopted by most car manufacturers
and became known as Detroit automation. The feedback principle is used in all automatic-control
mechanisms when machines have ability to correct themselves. The feedback principle has been used
for centuries. An outstanding early example is the flyball governor, invented in 1788 by James Watt
to control the speed of the steam engine. The common household thermostat is another example of a
feedback device. Using feedback devices, machines can start, stop, speed up, slow down, count,
inspect, test, compare, and measure. These operations are commonly applied to a wide variety of
production operations. Computers have greatly facilitated the use of feedback in manufacturing
processes. Computers gave rise to the development of numerically controlled machines. The motions
of these machines are controlled by punched paper or magnetic tapes. In numerically controlled
machining centres machine tools can perform several different machining operations. More recently,
the introduction of microprocessors and computers have made possible the development of
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computer-aided design and computer-aided manufacture (CAD and CAM) technologies. When using
these systems a designer draws a part and indicates its dimensions with the help of a mouse, light
pen, or other input device. After the drawing has been completed the computer automatically gives
the instructions that direct a machining centre to machine the part. Another development using
automation are the flexible manufacturing systems (FMS). A computer in FMS can be used to
monitor and control the operation of the whole factory. Automation has also had an influence on the
areas of the economy other than manufacturing. Small computers are used in systems called word
processors, which are rapidly becoming a standard part of the modern office. They are used to edit
texts, to type letters and so on. Automation in Industry Many industries are highly automated or use
automation technology in some part of their operation. In communications and especially in the
telephone industry dialing and transmission are all done automatically. Railways are also controlled
by automatic signaling devices, which have sensors that detect carriages passing a particular point. In
this way the movement and location of trains can be monitored. Not all industries require the same
degree of automation. Sales, agriculture, and some service industries are difficult to automate, though
agriculture industry may become more mechanized, especially in the processing and packaging of
foods.

The automation technology in manufacturing and assembly is widely used in car and other consumer
product industries. Nevertheless, each industry has its own concept of automation that answers its
particular production needs.

Benjamin Franklin

Born: January 17, 1706

Lived in: Philadelphia, Pennsylvania

Invented: Lightning rod, Franklin stove, swimming fins, bifocal lenses for eyeglasses, odometer
(which measures distance)

James Watt

Born: January 19, 1736

Lived in: Glasgow, Scotland, and Birmingham, England

him a rich man. He also created the term "horsepower" to measure the power of an engine.

Died: August 19, 1819

Did you know?

Before he worked on steam engines, Watt made musical instruments. The word "watt," which
measures the amount of power something uses, was named for James Watt.

Alessandro Volta

Born: February 18, 1745

Lived in: Como, Italy

Discovered: Methane gas.

Invented: The first battery, called the "Voltaic pile." The electrophorus, which produced static
electricity.

Died: March 5, 1827

The words "volt" (a measure of electric pressure) and "photovoltaics™ (converting light into
electricity) were named for Alessandro Volta. Toyota named their new battery-powered car the
"Volta."

Michael Faraday

Born: September 22, 1791

Lived in: London, England

Discovered: Electromagnetic induction - if he moved a magnet through a loop of wire, the wire
would become electrified. The "Faraday effect,” that proved that light and magnetic force are related.
Electrolysis, which uses electricity to separate matter. Also discovered the chemical benzene.
Invented: The dynamo, which converted motion into electricity. The "Faraday cage," which blocks
electric waves.

Died: August 25, 1867

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Many scientists didn’t believe Faraday's ideas because he didn't have a college education - he was
completely self-taught.
Thomas Edison

Born: February 11, 1847

Lived in: Ohio and New Jersey

Discovered: The "Edison effect,” or electric waves in space. This discovery allowed for the invention
of radios, televisions, computers and other wireless products.

Invented: An improved incandescent light bulb, sound recorder, movie camera, telegraph machines,
electric vote recorder, stock ticker, microphone, batteries, X-ray machines - and more than 2,000
other devices.

Died: October 18, 1931

Did you know?

Thomas Edison was almost completely deaf. He lost most of his hearing as a young boy.

Nikola Tesla

Born: July 10, 1856

Lived in: Croatia, Hungary, France, New York, Colorado

Discovered: Alternating current electricity, hydroelectric power, radio waves, radar, robotics
Invented: The "Tesla coil” electric transformer, the first long-distance power system, electric motors,
loudspeakers, X-ray machines, remote controls, man-made lightning bolts.

Died: January 7, 1943

Nikola Tesla worked for Thomas Edison, but they later became enemies. One of Tesla's best friends
was the writer Mark Twain.
