There are some bad habits which can ruin your health. They are smoking, drinking alcohol and
using drugs.

Yet many young people smoke and drink. Why? One answer is that tobacco and drinks
companies invest enormous sums of money in advertising their products. For them cigarettes and
alcoholic drinks mean money. For us they mean disease and even death.

Taking drugs is the most dangerous habit. It causes serious diseases such as blood disease,
heart disease, brain disease, slow reactions, loss of memory and a headache. It makes our speech
unclear and brain centres sleep.

Everyone should remember that cigarettes, alcohol and drugs destroy both body and brain.
Besides according to statistics most of crimes are committed by people under the influence of drugs
and alcohol. Bad habits affect the whole family, people around us, our social controls.

Smoking, drinking alcohol and using drugs are joined by less dangerous habits, such as
skipping meals, eating unhealthy food or even overeating. Of course, they are not quite as deadly as
smoking or drinking alcohol but they also affect our health.

A lot of people like drinking Coca Cola and coffee and enjoy pizzas and hamburgers. But what
is tasty is not always healthy. Doctors say that chips and pizzas are fattening, cola spoils our teeth
and coffee shortens our lives. Overeating brings people a lot of harm. If we eat too much sweet,
cakes, high fat food, constantly snack, do not get enough vitamins and minerals we shall become
obese, and obesity leads to serious diseases.

There are a lot of ways to lose weight and avoid gaining it. Perhaps the most popular of them is
following a diet. Modern diets are very popular especially among women. Many of them feel they are
too fat, even if their doctors disagree. But diets may be harmful, if they are used in the wrong way.

Besides, our town life today gives us little opportunities for physical exercises and motion. We
have running water and central heating in our flats. We like to sit in a comfortable armchair and
watch TV on our days off. We often forget that fresh air and exercise are good for the health. It is not

very useful to sit up late at night before TV-set or computer and sleep till noon the next day. An
English proverb says: “Early to bed, early to rise makes the man healthy, wealthy and wise”.

Of course sleeping too much or too little, snacking and skipping breakfast are not quite as
deadly as smoking, obesity and drinking. But they are indicates of dangerously chaotic lifestyle. In
combination, these poor health habits could double the chance of dying or lead to different diseases
for those who survive.

Gymnastics is a part of
children's daily activities in the kindergartens. Physical culture is u compulsory subject at schools and
colleges.

Professional sport is also paid much attention to in our country. In city, where | live, there are
different sporting societies, clubs and complexes.

Practically all kinds of sports are popular in our country, but football, gymnastics and tennis enjoy
the greatest popularity. As for me, | go in for table tennis (ping-pong). It needs mobility, liveliness
and much energy.

Certainly, there's a great distance between my manner of playing and such favourites as Jim
Courier, Stephan Edberg, Pete Sampras, Boris Becker, Per Korda, but I do my training with great
pleasure and hope to play as well as our best players do.

2) The History of the Olympic Games

Long ago ancient Greeks often waged wars. Small states suffered and lost much even if they did
not take any side and stayed out of wars. The ruler of such a small state, Elis, wanted to live in peace
with all neighbours. He was a good diplomat because his negotiations were successful and Elis was
recognized a neutral state. To celebrate this achievement, he organized athletic games.

In the beginning this feast lasted one day, but later a whole month was devoted to it. All wars and
feuds were stopped by special heralds who rode in all directions of Greece. The games were held
every four years in Olympia on the territory of Elis. The first games which later were called the
Olympic Games were held about a thousand years before our era.

Usually the Olympic Games began before the middle of the summer” Best athletes arrived from
many Greek states to Olympia to compete in running, long jumps, throwing of discus and javelin and
wrestling. In the course of time fist fighting (boxing) and chariot races were also included in the
Games.

All athletes took an oath that they had been preparing well for the Games and promised to
compete honestly and keep the rules of the sacred Olympics. The athletes took part in all kinds of
competitions. Winners were called «olympionics», they were awarded olive wreaths and cups of
olive oil. This tradition has survived. In our time sportsmen often get cups and wreaths for winning
the first place in sports competitions.
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The olympionics of ancient Greece became very popular. Best craftsmen were chosen to make
honourary cups; many poets wrote and recited in public poems about the best athletes. Sculptors
made their statues which were put up at the birthplace of the winners.

The Olympic Games were accompanied by arts festivals. Poets recited their poems, singers sang
hymns dancers danced and orators pronounced speeches — all this in honour of the sacred Games.

Only men could take part in the Olympic Games. Women were not allowed even to watch the
competitions at the stadium under the fear of death penalty. There was a single exception, when a
woman coached her son and accompanied him to the stadium in men's clothes. That brave woman
was spared the penalty because her son excelled in many events.

Magnificent strong bodies inspired artists and sculptors. They painted wall pictures and made
statues of marble and bronze, so now we can admire the corporal beauty of ancient and eternally
young discus thrower, javelin bearer and others.

The Olympic Games had been held for about eleven hundred years, until the emperor Theodosius
banned them for religious reasons in 394 A. D. The revival of the Olympic Games began long time
afterwards, in 1892, when a young French teacher Pierre de Coubertin made a public speech before
the Union of French sports clubs in Paris.

At that time many people in many countries practised various Kinds of sports and games. They
wanted to make friends and compete with sportsmen from other lands. Pierre de Coubertin
understood the importance of sports which unified peoples of the world and served the cause of peace
like in ancient time.

On the 23rd of June 1894 the International Congress of amateur sportsmen made an important
decision: to revive the Olympic Games and to establish the International Olympic Committee which
would be responsible for the administration of the modern-Olympic Games.

The first Committee consisted of 12 members. Now 82 members of the International Olympic
Committee control the affairs of all member countries which joined the Olympic movement.

The most famous
of the towers is the Spasskaya Tower with a big clock. The Kremlin with golden domes and tower
makes a strong impression on tourists. The Alexander Garden with the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier is the place of memory.

Moscow is a scientific and cultural centre where there are a lot of institutes, universities,
libraries, museums. The city leads a varied cultural life. It has a lot of cinemas, clubs, concert halls,
more than 40 drama and musical theatres, including the Bolshoi Theatre, the Art Theatre, the Maly
Theatre, The Vakhtangov Theatre.

Moscovites are proud of their museums : the Tretyakov Gallery, Pushkin Museum of Fine

Basic Forms of Business Organization.
The form of business organization that a firm chooses has important implication both on the financial
commitment of the owners to the results of the company and on the way the firm operates. In some
countries the basic forms of business organization are: sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation.
Sole proprietorship.
A business form for which there is one owner.
Simplicity is its greatest virtue.
A sole proprietorship can be established with few complications and little expense.
Proprietorship pay no separate income taxes. The owner merely adds any profit or subtracts any
losses from the business when determining personal taxable income. Its shortcoming is that the
owner has unlimited liability for all debts of the firm. This means that when the organization is sued,
the personal property of the owner, as well as the assets of the business, may be seized to settle
claims. Another problems with a sole proprietorship is the difficulty in raising capital. The
proprietorship has a final drawback. In estate planning, no portion of the enterprise can be transferred
to members of the family during the proprietor’ lifetime. For these reasons, this form of organization
does not afford the flexibility that others forms do.
Partnerships.
A partnership is similar to the sole proprietorship except that the business has more than one owner.
Partnerships, like proprietorships, pay no income taxes. Individual partners include their share of
profits or losses from the business as a part of their personal taxable income. One advantage of this
business from the relative to the proprietorship is the capability of raising a greater amount of capital.
In a general partnership all partners have unlimited liability. Because each partner can bind the
partnership with obligations, general partners should be selected with care.
In most cases there is a formal arrangement that sets forth the powers of each partner, the distribution
of profits, the amounts of capital to be invested by the partners, and the procedures for reconstituting
the partnership in the case of the death or withdrawal of a partner. Legally the partnership is
dissolved if one the partners dies or withdraws.
In limited partnership, the liability of limited partners is confined to the amount of capital they have
contributed.
Corporations.
The corporation is a business form separate from its owners. The principal feature of this form of
business is that the corporation exists legally separate and apart from its owners. This has a series of
favourable features.
The firm’s life is not limited by the lives of its owners. The corporation can continue even though
individual owners die or sell their stock. An owner’s liability is limited to his investment. His
personal assets cannot be seized in the settlement of claims. This is another important advantage,

since capital can be raised in the corporation’s name without exposing the owners to unlimited
liability.

A possible disadvantage of the corporation is related to taxes. Corporate profits are subject to double
taxation since the company pays taxes on the income it earns and the stockholders must also pay a
tax dividends received.
